The LWVCA will be launching its own voter registration drive for 2010 at the Kid’s Fair at Gaillard Auditorium on March 14th. 
“It’s important for campaign participants to begin voter registration efforts now,” Dehne emphasized. “Many do not realize it, but May 8th is the voter registration deadline for the State primaries.”
